Surface Preparation

The surface must be clean, dry and stable.
Suggested treatment:

Dirt/Powder : High pressure water jet wash.
Clean with damp cloth. Mild detergent may be used. For very powdery surface, apply a coat of Nippon Vinilex
5170 wall Sealer.
Paint : Unstable old film should be removed by high pressure water jet wash scraper, whichever is appropriate
Plaster : Remove by chisel, scraper, powder grinder etc. Re-plaster to a stable surface with an approved mortar mixture.
Moisture : High moisture causes paint defect. Observe the following level prior painting: Masonry - below 16% and pH9
Wood - below 15%
All water sewage must be checked
Fungus : Remove by high pressure water jet wash and treat with Nippon Anti- Fungus Solution. Rinse again with clean

water and dry
Oil or Grease : Clean off with mild detergent and a little solvent if necessary. Wash thoroughly to remove all trace. Avoid painting

when the humidity is more than 85%.
